4. Changes in mindsets about pedagogical and assessment 
approaches may lead to enhanced quality

5. The changes in education delivery driven by the COVID-19 
crisis should be institutionalized in policy. 
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Recommendations 

1. Leveraging our COVID-19 lessons for the future: Blending is key

2. Rethinking assessment: Formative Assessment is needed 

3. Inclusive and equitable learning: diverse contexts of accessibilities, 
including poor and marginalized

4. Preparing teachers technologically and pedagogically through 
teacher-driven initiatives to teach students using new modalities

5. Partnership: Government, non-government, development partners, 
and private sector should work together
